New Enhancements to e-Buy Beginning 
August 1, 2004!
Attention e-Buy buyers and sellers!  Beginning August 1, 2004, we will be introducing some new and exciting enhancements to e-Buy.  e-Buy continues to grow in popularity with both our buying agencies and Multiple Award Schedule contractors.  Many are finding e-Buy to be just the tool they need to quickly find needed sources and obtain quotes while at the same time meeting 803 and other acquisition requirements.

These new enhancements will provide some of the additional capabilities you have requested and will hopefully make your e-Buy experience more efficient and user friendly.  

E-Buy Home/Login page

Both buyer and sellers will continue to login at www.ebuy.gsa.gov.  This page operates the same as the current page but includes some design changes.   Here’s a sample: 
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Buyer Enhancements:
· We have removed the Award/No Award buttons for sources sought requests.  This will prevent confusion for buyers who are simply looking for sources or requesting information.  
· Buyers will now be able to move RFQs to history manually giving buyers more control in organizing their RFQs.
· In addition, buyers can now add an internal reference or control number to their RFQs.  This number will be carried throughout the RFQ creation process and will appear to sellers as a reference number (useful for FTS Customers).  
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· We’ve improved the searching capability when assigning an RFQ category.  
· Buyers now have the ability to reissue an RFQ rather than starting from scratch.  
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· We’ve simplified the shipping address function to make it easier to change the shipping address within e-Buy.  
· Buyer may now manually assign a closing time.  RFQs still must be open for 48 hours minimum.  

Seller Enhancements:
· Vendors can now access RFQs under all of their contracts via a single user ID/password. Separate user ID/password for each contract is no longer required.
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· The view of listed attached documents has been improved by listing attachments vertically instead of horizontally increasing clarity and legibility.  
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· The default for “Your Quote is good until date” has been extended to 30 days.  If desired, the minimum date can still be set to 7 days.
· Vendors now have the ability to designate a point of contact for RFQs if more than one person is listed.  This will allow vendors to select a specific person as a POC.
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In addition, several minor enhancements have been made to make the site easier to use, visually more appealing, and to make e-Buy a better and more efficient acquisition tool.
